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In the name of God Amen I John Ffarmer the Elder of Pirton in the County of Hertford Grocer being well of body and of p[er]fect memory Blessed bee God therefore doe make this my last will and testament in manner and forme followinge that is to say first I comend my Soule in the hand of Allmighty God my maker hopeing by the sole merritts of Jesus Christ my Savior to have all my sinnes remitted and bee made p[ar]taker of Eternall Life as for my body I comitt to the Earth whereof it was made to bee buried in such seemly sorte as my execut[o]rs hereafter named shall think fitt for that worldly estate which God hath blessed me withall I dispose thereof as followeth   Imprimis I give to the poore people of Pirton aforesaid the sume of twenty shillings to bee distributed amongst them within one week after my decease by the churchwardens and overseeres of the poore of Pirton aforesaid   Item I give and devise unto my kinsman John Ffarmer Grandsonne of my brother Thomas Ffarmer and to his heires and assignes for ever All and every my Messuages Lands tenements and hereditaments with the appurtenances scituate lying and being in Pirton aforesaid holden of the Mannor of Pirton Doddingsells in the County of Hertf[ord] aforesaid by Coppy of Courte Roll (Except the three acres and three roods of arrable land lying in Pirton aforesaid which I latly bought of Thomas Dixson) which said three acres and three roods of Land I give and devise unto my Kinswoman Sara nowe wife of Charles Thrussell of Pirton aforesaid and to her heires and assignes for ever   Item I give and devise more unto the said John Ffarmer my kinsman and to his heires and assignes for ever all and every my Messuages Lands tenements and hereditaments with the app[ur]tenances scituate lying and being in Pirton aforesaid holden of the Mannor of Pirton in the County of Hertford aforesaid by Coppy of Courte Roll of all which premisses I have made generall surrenders to the use of my will   Item I give and devise more unto the said John Ffarmer my kinsman and to his heires and assignes for ever All and every my ffreehold Lands tenem[en]ts and hereditaments with the appurtenances scituate and being in Pirton aforesaid  Item  I give an devise unto Elizabeth my Loving wife the full sume of tenne pounds of Currant English money to bee paied unto her by my executor hereafter named within one Moneth next after my decease and alsoe all and every my Brasse pewter linnen bedds beding and all other potentialls of howshold stuff nowe remayning in and about the howse where I doe nowe dwell  Item  I give and devise unto my Brother Thomas Ffarmer the sume of three pounds a yeare of currant English money for his Life to bee paied by my executor hereafter named out of my p[er]sonall estate  Item I give and devise unto Thomas Ffarmer my Nephew the sume of tenne pounds of currant English money to bee paied unto him within three moneths next after my decease and I doe alsoe forgive unto him all sume and sumes of money which hee doeth owe unto me And I doe desire my two Lovinge friends Thomas Coleman of Shitlington an Mr Ffrancis Canfeild of London to bee overseeres of this my will & the true p[er]formance thereof  Item all the rest of my money goods and chattells unbequeathed my detts paied and funerall discharged I give and devise unto the said John Ffarmer my kinsman whome I doe make and appointe sole executor of this my last will and testam[en]t revoaking all former wills whatsoever  In Witness whereof I the aid John Ffarmer the testator have hereunto sett my hand and seale to this my will conteyned in two sheets of paper this fower and twentieth day of September Anno d[omi]ni 1683 and in the five and thirtieth yeare of the Reigne of our Sovreigne Lord Charles the Second by the grace of God Kinge of England Scotland Ffrance and Ireland defender of the faith
