Item I will and bequeath to Joane my daughter £3 being in the handes of Mr Charles Lawrence of Over Stondon.

Item I give William my Sonne 2 shillinge

Item I give to James my sonne 2 shillinge

Item I give to Thomas my sonne 40 shillinge

Item I give all the rest of my goods unbequeathed to Joane my wife whom I make my whole and sole Executrix my funeral and debte discharged.  Made the day and yeare above written
