And in default thereof I give all my Freehold Land to my said Son Thomas Weedon and his Heirs. And I give All my Household Furniture Goods Chattles and personal Estate whatsoever unto my said Son John Weedon he thereout paying all my just Debts and Funeral Expences. And I appoint him my said Son John Weedon and Mr James Whittingstall of Westmill in the Parish of Shitlington in the County of Bedford Miller and Mealman joint Executors of this my last Will hereby evoking all former Wills by me made.
